Pat,

We went out and measured the distance from the crosswalk at Waldo Blvd. to the old sidewalk
location. It was 111 feet. If we keep the parking about 10 feet off of the sidewalk location and we
must not have any parking within 15 feet of the crosswalk, we have enough room technically for 4
parking stalls (86 feet). See attached drawing.

However, | do have safety and traffic concerns by allowing parking on this curve.

This issue should really go to the Public Safety Committee for discussion to determine if they will
allow some parking there or no parking on the curve. Regardless of the decision, the existing

ordinance language will have to be amended due to the reconstruction of Waldo Blvd. which has
caused the dimensions to change. The current language stated no parking starting at a point 147
feet northwest of the north curbline of Waldo Blvd. and thence continuing for a distance of 36 ft.

I have also attached some photos of the area. Two of the photos were off of google maps that
showed the sidewalk that was installed in 2017.

| guess the decision as to whether or not we replace the sidewalk might depend upon whether or
not we allow any parking near the corner along the curve.

Was this sidewalk used more by people that
parked on the street or just those people who were walking to church from home or other parking
locations??

No one should really be parking between the area where the sidewalk was and Waldo Blvd. due to
the curve and being too close to the corner. However, in order to enforce that we would have to go
back to the Public Safety Committee to have this changed.

The ordinance should technically be changed anyway as the measurements are no longer valid with
the realignment.

As Corey stated below, we can probably address it but not until next year. Let us know your
thoughts.
